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Acrodyne Announces Improved Performance for First Half of 2005

July 29, 2005, Cockeysville, MD…Sales of $7,448,000 for the six-month period ending June 30, 2005 increased 10.6 percent over $6,735,000 sales for the same six-month period in 2004.   This is particularly encouraging since sales to non-Sinclair Broadcast Group stations in this period increased by 85 percent.  

Expenses reductions, improved efficiency and cost control programs implemented around this time last year significantly contributed to the improved results of operations.  The Company effectively reached break even in the first half of 2005 incurring a loss of $10,188 compared to a loss for the same period in 2004 of $1,151,659.  Operating income for this six-month period is $232,380 in 2005 versus an operating loss of $920,070 for the same period last year, an improvement of $1,152,450.

Our strong recovery in the first half of 2005 clearly demonstrates the market embracing our line of Quantum transmitters.  We believe both our digital and analog transmitters are the most efficient in the industry. Television station operators who purchased our Quantum water-cooled depressed collector IOT transmitters were rewarded with energy savings unsurpassed by any other brand or type of transmitter.  In addition, Quantum analog transmitters are easily converted to digital.  This feature makes the acquisition of a replacement analog unit advantageous to stations where capital funding is tight.  

As part of our continuing program to develop other profitable lines of business, Acrodyne became a qualified defense contractor.  The Company recently designed, manufactured and delivered products for non-broadcast applications to several defense related customers.  Acrodyne is making a concerted effort to develop and expand this line of business.

Acrodyne Industries, Inc., the operating subsidiary of Acrodyne Communications, Inc., a public company, is an established manufacturer of television broadcast equipment.  The corporate headquarters is located in Cockeysville, Maryland (a suburb of Baltimore), and the manufacturing facility is in the Oaks/Phoenixville area (a suburb of Philadelphia).  In business for more than 35 years, the company has developed a leading position as a technologically advanced high-quality producer of transmitters used by television stations to broadcast and retransmit their signals.
